Under U8 to U10 Age Groups 

Small Sided Policies:

· Maximum 14 Players on Roster.

· 25 minute halves
Under U11 through U14 Age Groups
Teams will play 30 minute halves. The NJ Wildcats Spring Kickoff Invitational will have U11 through U14 age groups, that will have a champion declared. The number of teams accepted, the number of flights, and the placement of teams among the flights will be at the discretion of the tournament committee.
  

Under  U15, U16, U17 and U19 Age Groups 

Teams will play 35 minute halves. Considering this tournament is run in March we have limited light and thus 35 minute halves is all that we can play and fit all the games in that need to be played. This will allow players to get maximum exposure to college coaches while allowing them proper rest between games.
  
Team Participation and Loan Players
Under 11 through Under 19 teams may enter with a maximum of 18 players. Under U8-U10 teams may enter with a maximum of 14 players. The team or teams must be entered for competition in a league affiliated with US Club Soccer or USYSA. Prior to the start of competition, teams must present proof of affiliation. Validated State US Youth Soccer member passes, as well as parental medical release forms, are required for all players participating in the tournament. All Team Officials must have US Youth Soccer Member Passes.  US Club or USYSA passes.
Loan Players (Under 8 to Under 10) 

A maximum of 5 loan players per team is allowed, however, a team using loan players may have no more than 14 players registered for the tournament. Loan players will only be allowed with prior approval of the Tournament Committee.
